Hydrology of the Lower Klamath Basin – Present Understanding and Future Directions.  Water ties the Upper and Lower Klamath Basins together, and understanding the hydrology of the Klamath is key to developing effective fisheries and water quality restoration efforts.  This presentation will describe the current understanding and future direction of water and groundwater science on the mainstem Klamath, Shasta, Scott, Salmon, Trinity, and other small tributaries to the lower Klamath.  Topics will include but not be limited to:  1) major hydrologic regimes contributing to flow in the lower Klamath Basin (i.e. groundwater, snowmelt, and rain systems); 2) current and historic mainstem flows; 3) flood events; and 4) the hydrologic characteristics and hydrologic science of the Shasta, Scott, Salmon, Trinity Rivers and smaller tributaries.
