Status report - Water Resources Session (Feb. 3, 2010, a.m.) Planning Workgroup - Initial USGS meeting to brainstorm creating the workgroup

Topics of discussion - 
We spoke about overall organization of the Klamath Science Conference to be aware of the context of the meeting and how the Water Resources Session fits into the overall picture. We will revisit this in our first real workgroup meeting. Marshall and Tammy are intimately involved in Upper Basin water quality and groundwater resources studies. Dan has worked some in the Klamath Basin and will be assiting Bill/Deb providing support/facilitation for the workgroup. Dan will also assist with the Terrestrial/Wetlands Session (with Tracy Fuentes - I'll call you Tracy). 

Four tasks were identified that need to be accomplished - 

1)Select members of the planning workgroup - This team (the workgroup) will be responsible for developing, coordinating, and managing the Water Resources portion (Day 2 am) of the Klamath Basin Science Conference February 1-5, 2010 to be held in Medford, Oregon. 

It was agreed that the group should be represented by scientists in the field of water quality and water quantity, and include representation from upper and lower parts of the basin. 2) Select main topics for the session - Similar to the Fresh and Marine Habitat Session, we will probably break the Plenary session into  two or three themes. Yet to be determined. 
        Ideas - Groundwater Resources, Optimization Modeling GW/SW, Stream/Lake water quality, surface water hydrology, Pre- and Post Dam Removal hydrology 

3) Select speakers to represent each theme -  It is expected that these talks would last about 2 hours total, with the time divided between 4-6 speakers. Yet to be determined. Contact speakers after we figure out who they are. 

4) Select questions for breakout sessions - We need to brainstorm the purpose of breakout sessions and design them to be productive. There will be 2-3 themes for the breakouts (I think) similar to the Fresh and Marine Habitat Session. These sessions will need someone to facilitate and someone else to take notes at each one. 

In summary, this was a very brief discussion by folks here in our Science Center just to get this started. If anyone has other suggestions on participants, please feel free to contact me or Deb Curry. In our planned conference call( the 23rd or 26th) (we will doodle for the best time) we can really get the group started with wider representation than just a few of us USGSers trying to make some headway by ourselves.
