TESNAR Workshop for improving hydrologic monitoring skills in relation to Ecosystems and Water for Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs  (CTWS), Warm Springs Oregon
[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction: Since the late 1980’s the Warm Springs Tribes has had a growing water quality and surface water monitoring program .The  tribe has an experienced staff that is able to meet many of the monitoring needs of the Tribes and of the users in the basin.  The Warm Springs Tribe is interested in the Oregon Water Science Center providing a training program to improve the skills of their technicians to meet the needs of monitoring streamflow in the tribal dynamic ecosystems.  
The purpose of the 2012 training is be to build upon the hydrology skills, in particular advanced streamflow data collection techniques and methods, of the technicians employed by the Warm Springs Tribes and other interested Tribal organizations,. Developing a more complete understanding of streamflow will enable the Tribal scientist to better understand streamflow patterns and the effects physical habitat alterations have on suckers and salmonids populations in each Tribes basin.  
Advanced Streamflow Methods Workshop:

May 2012: Focus advanced streamflow methods and field measurements of stream discharge.

· Day 1 Travel and course set up
· Day 2 Morning: Basic surface water data collection concepts 
· Day 2  Afternoon:  Field visit to Warm Springs Tribal  gage, downloading data
· Day 3 Morning: Concepts of discharge measurement methods, 
· Day 3 Afternoon: Field visit to another Warm Springs Tribal  gage, flow measurement, acoustic methods
· Day 4 all day : Concepts of data analysis, archiving in office
· Day 5- Wrap up, travel.
